Sculpture, skits, paintings, drawings, 
collage, film, digital art, dance, mixed 
media, photography, original theater, 
public service announcements, short 
films will all be accepted. 
 
-Theater, dance works, public service 
announcements and short film must be 
submitted on video tape (VHS) or Digital 
Versatile Disc (DVD) 
 

-Film/Media works (i.e. dance, drama 
performance, short film) must not exceed 
15 minutes.  Public service announcements 
must not exceed 2 minutes 

 
Written work, prose, poetry, and 
short story will be accepted.

-Works must be 3 pages or less, 
typed, 12pt font Times New Roman, 
doubled space 
 
-Items must be proofread for spelling 
and grammar 

 
Instrumental music, vocal 
song, vocalizations, etc.  
 
 
- All music must be submitted 
by CD, cassette or videotape 
(VHS) 
 
-Length must not exceed 10 
minutes 

 

*All art and music works must be accompanied by a short descriptive paragraph about your work, which may include 
ideas such as why you created this work, what materials were used, why you chose those materials  etc.
